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Students must complete the courses (including general courses) for at least 128 credits, including university core courses for 30
credits, college core courses for 5 credits, department core courses for 45 credits, complete one professional program in their own
department and one specialty program (or interdisciplinary program) from other department or get a second specialty program for
graduation. If there is a shortage, students can freely elect the courses other than ceneral courses to make up the deficiency.

Students who take early childhood education courses or complete the professional courses in child care education at this school or
another school during their studies may have these courses recognized and credits exempted. However, the total credits exempted,
after deducting the credits exempted for the child care professional courses (up to 32 credits), shall not exceed one-quarter of the
remaining total credits.

The courses marked with © are pre-teacher educational professional courses. According to the Ministry of Education, students must
finish at least 48 credits (including education and care professional courses 32 credits). The teaching credential students must finish
54 credits in our department. According to the policy of Ministry of Education, students must take the “kindergarten teaching
practicum” and finish the practicum for at least 54 hours (including probation, teach practicum, internship, remedial teaching, and
service learning). Tt is an intensive practicum for 2 weeks in our department, totally for 80 hours.

The courses marked with o are education and care professional courses, according to the policy of government and our department,
students should take and finish at least 32 credits. All types of students in our department (including major/ double major/ and minor)
should complete the credits.

Students of year 3 and 4 must finish 120 hours internship (on probation) in kindergarten before graduation and submit the report of
internship experience. Students also need to attend the colloquium and lecture of early childhood for at least 20 times and submit the
report and assignment before graduation.

In accordance with the university's "Guidelines for the Establishment of Interdisciplinary Programs" and the resolutions made during
the "Interdisciplinary Program Improvement/Termination Forum" held on July 12, 2016, the following interdisciplinary programs will
be implemented: the "Early Childhood Potential and Creative Design" program and the "Children’s English Teaching" program for the
109th academic year.

In accordance with the Ministry of Education's policy on cultivating special education minors for early childhood education teacher
training programs, a 12-credit "Special Education Minor Course for Early Childhood Education Teacher Candidates” has been added
to enhance the employability of our department's teacher trainees. Courses marked with A are part of the "Special Education Minor
Course for Early Childhood Education Teacher Candidates.” Students in our department are required to complete all 12 credits. Those
wishing to pursue the special education minor must meet the eligibility requirements: they must be teacher trainees in their second
year or above in our department.

Students who pursue a "double major” or "minor” must complete at least 40 additional credits beyond the total graduation credits
required by their department for a double major, and at least 20 additional credits for a minor, according to the course plan.
Furthermore, completing a double major or minor can also count towards the "interdisciplinary learning" graduation qualification
options. The options referred to as "interdisciplinary learning" include "double major," "minor," “interdisciplinary programs,"
"specialized programs from other departments,"” or "minors."
